Title:  Carer

Reporting to:  Registered Manager
All Carers must read and understand the following points and ensure their observance.  Of key importance is observance of a persons rights and particularly respect for their wishes and their right to privacy and a dignified way of life whilst receiving care in the community.

1. Assist/maintain people within their capabilities in their own home.

2. Assist in personal care as required i.e. washing, dressing, assistance with use of the toilet and bathing.

3. Assist in physical care as required.

4. Assist/maintain a persons nutritional needs i.e. cooking and shopping.

5. Assist/maintain person’s household surroundings as the person requires, where appropriate.

6. Meet emotional needs and ensure the person you are looking after is aware of the Complaints Procedure and understands how and where to complain.

7. Assist in maintaining medical regime.

8. Promote a sense of well being.

9. Respect the person’s wishes and privacy.

10. Promote and maintain independence.

11. Take advantage of in-service training and develop QCF levels as appropriate, if in house training is not participated in, to obtain relevant by legislation courses and provide completion certificates to be photocopied and held on carers personnel file. Attend Half Yearly meetings.  Attend one to one meetings and group meetings, for appraisal and guidance sessions. 

12. Report any significant changes in the person’s wishes, condition or environment or any complaints immediately to the registered office.  Adhere to the persons care plan.
13. Take all reasonable and tractable measures to ensure Health and Safety legislation is adhered to
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
